BE IT ENACTED by the Parliament of {he Cook Islands in Session
assembled, and by the authority of the same as [ollows:

1. Short Title and Commencement - (1) This Act may be cited
as the Electoral Amendment Act 1991 and shall be read together
with and deemed part ol the Flectoral Act 1966 (hereinafter
referred to as “"the principal Act'}. '

(2) This Act shall come into [orce oh a date to be
appointed by the Minister and notified by publication in the
Gazeltte.

2. New Constituency - (1) The figure "24" in the [irst
paragraph of subsection 5(1) of the principal Acl is deleted and
replaced by the figure "25". : ‘

(2) Subsection 5(1) of the principal Act is amended by
adding thereto the following new paragraph:

"(y) the Akaoa constituency, comprising the area
deccribed in Part II of the caid First Schedule to the
Constitution.”

3. Schedule Amended - (1) ‘The Second schedule Lo the
principal Act is amended by inserting the following description
between the description of the Murienua constituency and the
description of the Ruaau constituency:

HAKAON CONSTITUENCY

A1l that area of the Arorangl Survey Districlt in the
Island of Rarotonga, comprising the Tapere of Akroa.and
the Tapere of Vaiakura, as delineated on the said plan
s.0. 1002."
