WHEREAS by Article 3 of an Order of His Majesty in Council 
bearing date the thirteenth day of August one thousand 

nine hundred and twenty for giving effect to certain provisions of 
the Treaty of Peace with Bulgaria provision is made inter alia for 
the application of the Order to the Colonies not possessing respon­
sible Government and to British Protectorates: 

And whereas the said Order has been amended by the Treaty 
of Peace (Bulgaria) (No, 2) Amendment Order 1921: 

And whereas it is expedient that local legislation should be passed 
for the purpose of the said last-mentioned Order. Now therefore 
it is hereby enacted as follows:-

1. This Regulation may be cited for all purposes as the Treaty 
of Peace Order (Bulgaria) (No.2) Regulation 1922. 

2. The references and expressions in the Treaty of Peace (Bulgaria) 
(No.2) Amendment Order 1921 and the Schedule thereto which are 
set out in the Schedule to this Regulation shall for the purposes of 
their local application where occasion requires be read and construed 
11'tutatis lnutandis,

WHEREAS in pULuance o( th~ powers conferr~d on. Him .by the ~rcaty 
6f Peace (Austria and Bulgana) Act, 1920, HIS l\laJesty In CouncIl was 
pleased to make the .Treaty of Peace (Bulgaria) <?rder, 1920, an.d it is 
expedient that the saId Order should be amended In manner hereInafter 
appearing: . ..... . 

Now therefore, His Majesty, by and wIth. the advIce of HIs Pnvy 
Council, is pleased to order, and it is hereby order~d as follows:-

1. The provisions of the Treaty of Peace (.Bulgana) Order, 1920, set 
out in the first column of the Schedule to tlus Order shall be amended 
in the manner shown in the second column of that Schedule. 

2. This Order may be cited as the Treaty of Peace (Bulgaria) (~o. 2) 
Amendment Order, 1921, and this Order shall be included amongst 
the Orders which may be cited together its the Treaty of Peace (Bulgaria) 
Orders, 1920 to 1921.

Nature of Amendment. 

At the end of paragraph (i) the following proviso shall be 
inserted:-

" Provided further that where it is alleged that any 
property, right or interest is not subject to .the said charge 
by reason of its belonging to a person who has acquired 
ipso facto the nationality of an Allied or Associated Power 
in accordance with the provisions of the 1reaty, the 
Administrator shall be entitled to make such charges as, 
subject to the consent of the Treasury, he may consider 
necessary to cover the costs incurred by him in investigat­
ing the allegation and in tracing and identifying the said 
property, right or interest." 

At the end of sub-paragraph (d) there shall be inserted the 
words" and to require any person having in his possession 
any documents of title to any such shares, stock or other 
securities to deliver the same to him, and an acknow­
ledgmen~ of such delivery signed bv him shall be a sufficient 
discharge to the person delivering the same." 
~fter sub-paragraph (e) the following sub-paragraph shall 

be lJ1serted:-
" (ee). A cert~ficate by the administrator that any pro­

perty: nght ?r lJ1terest is subject to the charge shall be 
sufficIent eVIdence of the facts stated in the certificate, 
and w~ere .ar:Y such application, requirement or demand 
of the. admlmstrator as aforesaid is accompanied by such 
a certIficate, the company, municipal authority or \ither 
body by whom the securities were issued or are managed, 
the. person in possession of the property transferable by 
dehvery, or th~ person by whom a sum of money is due, 
shall comply WIth ~he application, requirement or demand 
and .shal.l not be hable to any action or other legal pro­
ceedIng In respect of such compliance, but if it is subse­
quently,Proved that the property, right or interest was 
not.,subject to the charge, the owner thereof shall be 
~n~ltled to recover the same from the Administrator, or, 
if It has been sold, the proceeds of sale but not to any 
other remedy." . '
