A DECREE TO AMEND THE INDUSTRIAL ASSOCIATIONS ACT

IN exercise of the powers vested in me and pursuant to section 5 of the Constitution of the Sovereign _
Democratic Republic of Fiji (Promulgation) Decree, 1990 and as amended by section 2 of the Con- o
stitution of the Sovereign Democratic Republic of Fiji (Promulgation) Decres 1990 (Amendment

No. 1) Decree, 1990, 1as the person appointed to perform the functions of the office of the Presidentof

the Republic of Fiji and acting in accordance with the advice of the Prime Minister and the CabmeT,

hereby make the following Decree: . _

Short rite -
1. This Denree may be cited as the Industrial Associations Act (A.mendment) Decree, 1991,

Inzerprazation ’
2. In this Decree the Industrial Associations-Act is referred to as “the pnnc1pa1 Act’.
Section 2 of Ihe prmc:pal Act ame%;lded .
3. Section 2 of the prmcmal Act is amended by' -
(a) repeahng the definition of “association” and substituting the following definition:
“association” means any-number of employers or emplovees or other persons in any
particular industry associated together primarily for the purpose of promoting their.
profession interse with other persons or association and for protecting and furthering
their professional interests and those of their associations:

Provided that an association registered underthis Act shall not be engaged in any trade dispute
or matters connected with the regulations of relations between employees and employees orbetween
emplovees and employers or between employers and employers;”

(b) inserting the expression “execuave committee” 1mmed1ately below the meamng of the
expression “employer” but before the expression “industyial association” to mean-~"the
body to which the management of the affairs of an association is entrusted by the members
and include any person for the time being carrymg out the funcuons ofa presuient, Sec-
retary or treasurer of an Association;” and -

{c) deleting the expression “industrial dispute” and the meaning ascribed o it; and

(d) inserting the expression “officer” immediately. below the meaning of the expressmn

1nduau-y" but pefore the expression “Registrar” to mean—
“when used in reference to an association includes any member ot'its executive comunit-
tee and any officer of a branch of that association but does not include an Auditor;”

New Section 54
4. The principal Actis amended by the addition of a new Section 5A immediatelyafter Section 5
but before Section 6, as follows—

"Officers of the assoctanion
35A (1) (@) Alltheofficersofeveryassociation shall subjectto paragraph {b) of this subsection
be persons who have been and still are engaged or occupied for a period of notless
tharn one yearin an industry, trade oroccupation with which the industry is direc-
tly concerned, and no officer of any such association shall be an officer of any
othepassociation or trade union.



(b} The offices of secretary and treasurer may be filled by persons not acrually
engaged oremployed in an industry. trade or occupation with which the associa-
tion is directly concerned provided that the office of treasurer may be filled by
such a person at the Registrar's discretion and for the avoidance of doubt a
secretaryortreasurer of an association shall notbe an officerof any otherassocia-
tion or trade union.

(2) No person shall hold the post of secretary ortreasurer of a registered association who.
in the Registrar's opinion, has notacquired a sufficiently high standard of literacy so -
as 10 enable him to perform his duties effectively.

(3) No person who has been convicted of any crime involving fraud. dishonesty. or extor-
tion shall be an officer of a registered association during the period of five vears
immediately following the date of such conviction,

(4) Any person who coniravenes the provisions of this Section shall be guilty of an
offence and shall be liable to a fine not exceeding two thousand doliars or to
Imprisonment for a period not exceeding twelve months.” .

Secrion 29 of the principal Act amended
5. Section 29 of the principal Act is amended by: -
(a) deletmg the words “fifty dollars™ in paragraph (a2} of subsection (1) and substituting the
: words “one thousand dollars™;
(b) deleting the words “one hundred dollars™ in paragraph (b} of subsection (1) and subst-
tuting the words “two thousand dollars™
{c) deleung the words “ten dollars” in paragraph (¢} of subsecnon (1) and substituting the
words “one hundred dollars™;
{d} deletmg the words “fifty dollars” in line two of subsection (2) and substituting the words
“one thousand dollars™; .
(¢ deleting the words “four dollars” in line two of subsection (2) and substimting the words
“one hundred dollars™
