fa) inserting a dash and then the number (1) between the full stop and the word "Any” at
the beginning of that section: and

(b) inserting the following new subsection at the end of that section—

“(2) Anv member of the Fiji Military Forces may, at the request of any police officer.
arrest without a warrant any person who. in the opinion of the police officer. is commit-
ing.is about to commit. or who. the policeman has reason to suspect. has committed an
offence against the provisions of sections 13 or 14.”,
