I{ING'S REGULATION 
TO IMPOSE RESTRICTIONS ON ALIENS IN TIME OF WAR 

OR IMMINENT DANGER OR GREAT EMERGENCY. 

Made by His Britannic Majesty's High Commissi'aner for the Western 
Pacific in accordance with the provisions of the Pacific Order in 
Council, 1893~ 

In the name of His Majesty, George the Fifth, by the Grace of 
90d of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland and 
of the British Dominions beyond the Seas King, Defender 
of the Faith, Emperor of India. 

1. This Regulation may be cited as the Solomon and Gilbert and Short title. 

Ellice Islands and Fanning Island (Aliens Restriction) Regulation, 
1915. 

2. In this Regulation- Interpretation. 

,. the Protectorate" means the" Solomon Islands Protectorate" 
or the " Gilbert and Ellice Islands Protectorate" or Fan-
ning Island ; 

" Commissioner" means the Resident Commissioner of the 
Solomon Islands Protectorate or of the Gilbert and Ellice 
Islands Protectorate, or the Deputy Commissioner for 
Fanning Island; 

" Alien" includes any naturalised British subject.

aliens in respect of all or any of the following matters :-

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SCHEDULE. 

Aliens entering and leaving the Protectorate. 

!.An- alien. s~all not land in or leave the Protectorate without the permission 
Df the CommisslOner. 

2. An alien conditionally disembarked for the purpose of inquiry or examination 
shall not be deemed to have landed so long as the conditions are complied with. 

3 .. An alien eu:barking fo~ the purpose of leaving the Protectorate may be 
detamed, and whIlst so detamed, shall be deemed to be in legal custfJdy. 

4 .. The master ?f ev~r1 vessel arriving at or leaving the Protectorate . shill 
fu.rmsh to the regIstration officer of the district full particulars concerning any 
~hen on board the vessel and shall take all reasonable steps in his power for secur-
mg the enforcement of these regulations. -

5 .. The master of a vessel shall not permit any alien to land from or embark 
<In hIS vessel without the Commi~sioner's permission, and where any alien lands 
from or embarks on any vessel WIthout such permission, the master of the vessel 
shall be deemed to have aided and abetted the offence unless he prove the contrary. 

6. The Commissioner, with a view to giving full effect to these regulations, 
may direct that passengers on ships entering or leaving the Protectorate shall 
be subje~t to such restr~ctions, control and ~~perv~sion as may appear necessary 
or e~pedlent,. and may Impose general condItions m respect of ships entering or 
leavmg, and It shall be the duty of all persons to comply with any such directi(l)n. 

Restrictions on aliens residing in the Protectorate. 

7. The Commissioner may, at any time, by order in writing, require any alien 
to reside or continue to reside in any area, place, or district within the Protec­
torate specified in the order upon such terms and conditions as he may deem 
expedient, and the alien shall comply with the order. 

8.-(1) For the purposes of these regulations the Commissioner, in the case of 
the Solomon Islands or the Gilbert and Ellice Islands, may appoint in writing 
any officer in the service of the Protectorate to be registration officer for any 
district within the Protectorate in which he may deem it necessary to have a 
register of aliens . 

• (2) In the case of Fanning Island the Commissioner shall be registration officer, 
and Fanning Island shall be a district within the meaning of these regulations. 

9. A registration officer shall-
(a) keep a register for his district for the purposes of these regulations; and 
(b) register therein all aliens resident in his district who furnish particulars 

for the purpose of registration; and 
(c) if a regi:otered alien ceases to be resident in his district record the fact 

in the register. 
10. Every alien wherever resident shall comply with the following requirements 

as to registration :- _ 
(a) He shall as soon as may be furnish to the registration officer of the 

district in which he is resident particulars as to the matters set out 
in the form annexed to these regulations; 

(b) he shall furnish to the registration officer of the district in which he 
is resident particulars of any circumstances affecting in any manner 
the accuracy of the partic~l<l:rs previo~sly furnished by him f.or the 
purpose of registration wlthm forty-eIght hours after the CIrcum­
stance has occurred. 

11. Where an alien has a household he shall furnish the particulars as aforesaid 
not only as respects himself but also as respects every alien who is living as a 
member of his household. 

12 An alien shall not travel more than five miles from his registered place of 
resid~nce unless furnished with a permit from the registration officer of the district 
in which that place of residence is situated. 

Possession of firearms, eYc. 

13.-(1) An alien s~all. no~, exc.ept with .the wri~ten perm~ssion of the regis­
tration officer of the dlstnct m whIch he reSIdes, be m possesslOn of any firearms 
or other weapons, ammunition or explosives, or material intended to be used for 
the manufacture of explosives. .... 

(2) If the Commissioner or ~ny offic~r appomted by hIm ~s provIded m sub­
section (3) hereof is satisfied by: mformatlOn o~ ?ath that there IS reasonable ground 
for suspecting any contraventlOn of the provislOn he may gr~nt a search ,,:arrant 
authorising any constable or 'p~ace officer to enter at any time any prem~ses or 
place named in the warrant, If necessary by fOJ:,ce, and to. search. th~ pre~Illses or 
place and every person fo.und therein, ~nd to seIze any art~cle whIch IS bemg kept 
in the premises or place m contraventlOn of these regulatlOns.
