1. This Regulation may be cited as the Solomons Govern­
ment Currency Notes (War Amendment) Regulation 1919. 

2. Section six of the Solomons Government Currency 
Notes Regulation 1916 is hereby amended by the deletion 
therefrom of the words "except for payment of native 
" labourers" and by the substitution therein for the said 
words of the words" for all purposes whatsoever any law 
"to the contrary notwithstanding." 

3. This Regulation shall have effect during the present 
war and thereafter until such time as the High Commis­
sioner shall by proclamation declare that it shall cease to 
have effect.
