(1) The President may reprogramup to 10 percent
to and fromthe funds appropriated to each depart nent
and office in section 1. The President or his designee
may reprogramup to 15 percent to and fromthe funds
appropriated to any division, and may reprogramup to
15 percent to and fromeach line within the budget of a
division, within a departnent or office or its
functional equivalent.

(2) The Speaker or his designee may reprogram up
to 10 percent to and fromthe funds appropriated to
each of the subsections in section 2, and may reprogram
up to 15 percent to and fromthe funds appropriated in
each of the lines within the subsections of section 2.

(3) The Chief Justice or his designee may
reprogramup to 15 percent to and fromthe funds
appropriated in each of the lines in section 3

(4) The Public Auditor may reprogramup to 15
per cent
to and fromthe funds appropriated in each of the |ines
in section 4.

(5) Allottees of funds may reprogramup to 15
per cent
to and fromthe funds appropriated in each of the |ines
wi thin the subsections of section 5.

(6) Notw thstanding the provisions of subsections

t hrough (5) of this section, no funds may be
reprogrammed to or from any personnel account (except as
necessary in conjunction with a position transfer
permtted under section 14(2) of this act), no funds may
be reprogranmmed from subparagraph (a)(vi) of subsection
(12) of section 1 of this act, and nonpersonnel funds
may be reprogrammed without limtation to, but not from
subpar agraph (a)(iii) of subsection (12) of section 1 of

this act.”
