AN ACT

To further anmend Public Law No. 11-54, as anended by Public Law No.
11-56, by anending sections 2 and 8 to appropriate the sum of

$1, 057,732 fromthe General Fund of the Federated States of M cronesia
for the fiscal year ending Septenber 30, 2001, as supplenental funding
for the Executive Branch and grants, subsidies and contributions; and
by further anmendi ng section 19, as anended by Public Law No. 11-56, to
provide allottees for the new grants, subsidies and contributions; and
for other purposes.

BE | T ENACTED BY THE CONGRESS OF THE FEDERATED STATES OF M CRONESI A:

1 Section 1. Section 2 of Public Law No. 11-54 is hereby

14 Section 3. Section 19 of Public Law No. 11-54, as anended by
15 Public Law No. 11-56, is hereby further anended to read as
16 follows:
17 "Section 19. Allotnent and nmanagenent of funds and | apse
18 dat e.
19 (1) General Provisions.
20 (a) Al funds appropriated by this act shall be
21 al l otted, managed, adm ni stered, and accounted for in
22 accordance with applicable |aw, including, but not
23 limted to, the Financial Managenent Act of 1979.
24 (b) The allottees shall be responsible for
25 ensuring that these funds, or so much thereof as nmay be
26 necessary, are used solely for the purpose specified in this act,
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and that no obligations are incurred in excess of the sum

appropri at ed.

(c) No purchase order or contract for the
purchase of a fixed asset with a value of $1,000 or nore
shall be approved until the property inventory records of
the requesting entity are updated, current, and on file
with the Departnent of Finance and Administration, in
accordance with | aw

(d) No purchase order or contract for the
pur chase of photocopyi ng equi pnent, conputers, or
vehi cl es shall be approved until the requesting
departnment or branch of governnent has on file, with the
Departnment of Finance and Adm nistration, a plan for the
centralized mai ntenance of such equi pnent, conputers and
vehi cl es.

(2) Specific provisions. Wthin section 15, the funds
appropriated to Pohnpei State under subsection (2) of
this act and the funds appropriated to Chuuk State under
subsection (3) of this act shall be retained in the
General Fund of the Federated States of M cronesia until
a scholarship recipient is identified to the President or
the President's designee, at which tinme schol arship funds
in the amount of the schol arship award shall be di sbursed
directly to the educational institution in the formof a
two-party check payable to both the schol arship recipient

and the educational institution he or she is attending.
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(3) Allottees. The allottees of the funds
appropriated by this act are as foll ows:

(a) section 2 - the allottee of these funds shal
be the President of the Federated States of M cronesi a;

(b) section 3 - the allottee of these funds shal
be the Speaker of the Congress of the Federated States of
M cronesi a;

(c) section 4 - the allottee of these funds shal
be the Chief Justice of the Suprene Court of the
Federated States of M cronesi a;

(d) section 5 - the allottee of these funds shal
be the Public Auditor;

(e) sections 6 through 16 - the allottee of these
funds shall be the President of the Federated States of
M cronesia or his designee; EXCEPT THAT for the follow ng
subsections of sections 6 through 16 of this act, the
allottees shall be:

(i) section 8, subsection (4) — the allottee
of these funds shall be the Governor of the respective
State, or his designee;

(ii) section 8, subsection (5)(f) — the
allottee of these funds shall be the Secretary of the
Department of Transportation, Comunication and
| nfrastructure;

(ii1) section 8, subsection (7)(a), (b), (c)

and (d) — the allottee of these funds shall be the Chief
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Justice of the respective State;

(iv) section 8, subsection (7)(k) and (n) -
the allottee of these funds shall be the Chuuk State
Comm ssi on on | nprovenent Projects;

(v) section 8, subsection (7)(l) — the
allottee of these funds shall be the Governor of the
State of Yap;

(vi) section 8, subsection (7)(m - the
allottee of these funds shall be the Secretary of the
Depart ment of Finance and Adm ni stration;

(vii) section 13, subsection (2) - the
allottee of these funds shall be the President of the
Col | ege of M cronesi a- FSM

(viii) section 15, subsections (1), (2), (3)
and (4) — the allottee of these funds shall be the
Governor of the respective State.

(ix) section 16, subsection (8)(b) - the
allottee of these funds shall be the Chuuk State
Comm ssi on on | nprovenent Projects.

(4) Lapse date. The authority of the allottees to
obligate funds appropriated by this act shall |apse as of
Sept enber 30, 2001; EXCEPT THAT the authority of the
allottee to obligate funds appropriated under subsection
(5)(f) of section 8 for Yap Quter Islands shall |apse as
of Septenber 30, 2002, and the authority of the allottee

to obligate funds appropriated by section 15(4) for post
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secondary assistance for the State of Yap shall not
| apse. "
Section 4. This act shall becone | aw upon approval by the
President of the Federated States of Mcronesia or upon its

becom ng | aw wi t hout such approval.
