8. Where it appears to the Minister that there are special cir-
cumstances in consequence of which it would be just to authorise
a particular person to charge, for a sale of a thing of a particular
description, a price exceeding the maximum price which by virtue
of an order under section 3 he is authorised to charge for a sale of
a thing of that description, the Minister may, by notice in writing
given in such manner as he thinks fit, authorise that person to
charge for a sale of a thing of that description a price not exceed-
ing a price specified in the notice; and a sale in accordance with
the authorisation shall be deemed to be permitted by the order.

9. (1) Subject to section 99 of the Constitution, the Minister
may appoint suitably qualified persons to act as price control
officers for the purposes of this Ordinance and in particular—

(2} 1o report to him any breaches of the provisions of this
Ordinance or any regulations or orders made thereunder;
(b) to institute, prosecute and conduct any legal proceedings

in respect of any alleged offence against this Ordinance of
any regulations or orders made hereunder.

(2} A price control officer may on production of his ¢credentials
and for the purpose of determining whether an offence has been
committed seize and detain any documents or commodities which
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Prohibited
acts

he has reason to believe may be required as evidence in proceed-
ings for such an offence.

(3) Any person who—

{a) wilfully obstructs a price control officer acting in pur-
suance of his powers under this Ordinance or any regula-
tions or order made thereunder;

(b) without rcasonable cause fails to give a price control
officer any other assistance or information which he may
reasonably require for the performance of his functions

shall be guilty of an offence.

10. No person shall—

(a) sell or attempt to sell a commodity to which an order made
under section 3 applies at a greater price than that pre-
scribed by the order;

11. The Beretitenti, acting in accordance with the advice of the
Cabinet, may make regulatlons generally to carry into effect the
purposes of this Ordinance and, in particular—

fa) to provide for the keeping by wholesalers and retailers of
records; and

(b) to secure that prices are indicated on or in relation to
commodities offered or exposed for sale by retail.

12. A person who contravenes or fails to comply with any of
the provisions of this Ordinance, or of any regulations or order
made hereunder, shall be guilty of an offence and liable to a fine
of $1000.

13. A transaction shall not be invalid by reason only that it
involves a price in excess of that permitted by an order under
section 3; but the person paying a price in excess of that pre-
scribed by an order under section 3 shall be entitled to recover
the excess of any price so paid by him over such price unless he
himself has aided, abetted or procured the commission of the
offence.
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14. The provisions of this Ordinance— ‘Exclusions
(a) shall not affect any right or exemption of the Republic;

and

(B) shall not apply to the sale of commodities for consumption
on the premises where they are soid.

1. This Qrder may be cited as the Prices Regulation Order. . Citation

2. {1) A commodity specified in Part I of the Schedule to this Order shall not Maximum
be sold by retail outside the Line and Phoenix Groups at a price in excess of the TStail prices
price specified in the Schedule for the quantity there specified, or in a greater or
lesser quantity in excess of a prics proportionate to the price so specified.

{2} A commodity specified in Part I[ of the Schedule to this Order shall not
be sold by retail in the Line and Phoenix Groups at a price in excess of the

landed cost in the Group plus 28 per cent (rounded up in respect of each sale to
the nearest cent).

(3} In subsection (2), “landed cost in the Group” includes—

fa} customs duty, import levy, wharfage and port charges at the port of entry
to Kiribati; and
(b) if the port of entry is outside the Line and Phoenix Groups, delivery

charges to the port at which the commodities are landed in the Line and
Phoenix Groups,

but does not include delivery charges within the Line and Phoenix Groups.

3. (1) A person carrying on & business which includes the sale of a commod- Records to be
ity to which this Order applies shall keep and maintain records relating to the XePt
commeodity, and those records shall include, in the case of a commodity to which

section 2 (2) apyplies, the calculation made in the case of the price current for it
from time to time.

(2} The records referred to in subsection {1), and all commodities to which
this Order applies shail be open to inspection at all times during usual working
hours on working days by Price Control Officers.
