As at 13 February 1976 (the date of gazettal of the most comprehensive allocation of

. responsibilities to Ministers and Departments at about the effective date}, there was no

gazetted indication, where the administration of this Chapter was vested. It seems likely,
therefore, that under the Constitution, Section 148(2), the Prime Minister was politically
responsible.

The mean time of the meridian 150° E is the standard time throughout the country.

the reference to that time shall, unless it is otherwise specifically stated, be deemed to be
t0 the standard time throughout thé country as declared by this Act.
