AN ORDINANCE 
To Amend the" Superannuation Ordinance, 7977-7927." 

[RESERVED 15TH JULY, 1931; 
AsSENTED TO '21ST OCTOBER, 1931.] <al 

BE it enacted by the Lieutenant-Governor of the Terri­
tory of Papua with the advice and consent of the 

Legislative Council thereof as follows:-

1. (1) This Ordinance may be cited as the Super- Short. tit~e . O d. 
1931 

and mtatwn. annuatwn r ~nance, . 
('2) The Superannuation Ordinance, 1917 -19'27, is in 

this Ordinance referred to as the Principal Ordinance. 
(3) The Principal Ordinance as amended by this 

Ordinance may be cited as the s~~perann,uation Ordinance, 
1917-1931. 

2. Section Five of the Principal Ordinance is amend- Amendment 

ed by adding the following proviso at the .end thereof:- of s. 
5
" 

" Provided that. any officer joining the Service after 
the first day of July, One thousand nine · 

(a) Assent notified in Gazette No. 14 of 2nd December, 1931. 
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hundred and thirty-one, shall for the purposes 
of this section be required tocomplete twenty­
eight years' service." 

3. Section Six of the Principal Ordinance is amended 
by inserting therein after the words "twenty years' ser­
vice " the following words " or in the case of an officer 
joining the Service after the first day of .. July, One 
thousand nine hundred and thirty-one, twenty-eight years' 
service." 

4. Section Ten of the Principal Ordinance is amended 
by adding at the end thereof the following words :-

"To any officer who joined the Service after the 
first day of July, One thousand nine hundred 
and thirty-one, retiring under any of the fore­
going provisions and who has served ten years 
a superannuation allowance at the rate of one­
fifty-second of his annual salary for each year of 
service but in no case shall the superannuation 
allowance exceed two-thirds of his annual 
salary." 

5. Section Fourteen of the Principal Ordinance is 
amended by adding the following proviso at the end there­
of:-

" Provided that such contributions may if the Lieu­
tenant-Governor so directs be paid to his depen­
dants." 

6. Section Twenty-eight of the Principal Ordinance 
is amended by inserting therein immediately after the word 
" allowance " the words " gratuity or other moneys." 

Passed in Council this fifteenth day of July, in the 
year of Our Lord One thousand nine hundred and 
thirty-one.
