SERVICE AND EXECUTION OF PROCESS REGULATIONS.

1. These Regulations may be cited as the Service and Execution of short title.
Process Regulations.

2. The provisions of the Service and Ezecutron of Process Act, Appucmon of
1901-1918, shall apply to— s R i

and
(a) the service and execution in the Territories of Papua and Nevpiaand.

Norfolk Island of the civil and criminal process of the
Courts of any State or part of the Commonwealth and the
execution in those Territories of the judgments of those
Courts ; and

(b) the service and execution in any State or part of the Com-
monwealth of the civil and eriminal process of the Courts
of the Territories of Papua and Norfolk Island, and the
executbion in any State or part of the Commonwealth of
the judgments of those Courts,

in like manner as if those Territories were part of the Commonwealth :
Provided that in that application of the Act, Section eight of the
Act shall be read as if after pa,ladraph (@) there were. inserted the
followmg paragraph :—
‘ (ab) If the writ is issued or is to be served in the Territory
of Papua or the Territory of Norfolk Island-—Three
months ;”. '
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
