REGULATIONS MADE UNDER THE "WAR PRECAUTIONS 

ORDINANCE, 1915-1916." 

THE Regulations under the War Precautions Ordi1Umce, 1915, made Citatio~. 
and adopted in Executive Council on the 20th day of December, 1915, 

as amended by Regulations made under the said Ordinance on the 27th day 
of December, 1915, and as further amended by Statutory Rules No. 2 of 
1916, and Statutory Rules No. 3 of 1916, and by Statutory Rule No. 7 of 
1916, may be cited as the "War Precautions (General) Regulations, 
1915-1916." 

2. The " War Precautions (General) Regulations," 1915-1916, are Persons notto 

amended by adding after Regulation 17 the following new Reguiations :- ~t;~~'~i~:,. 
" ( n1ission. 

17 A 1) If any person enters on board any merchant ship 
which engages in oversea trade, or a1l.y other ship to which the 
Lieutenant-Governor may from time to time order that this Regula­
tion shall apply, while such ship is moored alongside any wharf or 
pier, or is in any harbour or in the Territorial waters adjacent 
to the Territory of Papua, without the permission in wi·iting 
of a Collector of Customs, he shall be guilty of an offence against 
the Ordinance. 

Provided that this Regulation shall not apply to-

(a) any person employed by the Commonwealth or the 
Territory vvho enters the ship on duty ; or 

(b) any member of the Naval or Military Forces on duty; or 
(c) any ·person .employed hy the harbour authorities ; or 

(d) any member of the ship's crew, or ariy person vvho has 
engaged a passage in the ship ; 

(e) the agent for the ship or any person in his employ having 
the written permission of the agent. · 

(2) The Lieutenant-Governor niay from time to time give 
directions as to any matter relating to the gran~ing of permission 
to enter on board ships, and any person who fails to comply with 
any such direction <tfter the same is published in the Gazette, shall 
be guilty of an offeMe against the Ordinance. 

(3) Any person employed by the barbour authol'ities ma~',for 
the purpose of enforcing this Regulation, enter on boa1·n any ship. 
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(4) Any person authorised for the purpose by the competent 
naval or military authority, or any police constable, or officer of 
customs, or any person employed by the harbour authorities, 
may arrest without warrant any person who commits, or attempts 
to commit, a b.reach ·of this Regulation. 

17B (1) lf any person shall enter on any wh~rf 01: pier which is 
enclosed or shut off by walls, fences, hurdles, or other obstacles 
erected to J?revent or regulate ac.cess thereto, without the permission 
in writing of a Coliector of Customs, he shall be guilty of an 

·offence against the Ordinance, 

Provided that this Regulation shall not apply to-
(a) any person employed by the Commonwealth or the 

Territory who enters the wharf or pier on d.uty ; or 

(b) any member of the Naval or Military F~rces ~n duty ; or 
(c) any person.employed by the h.arbour authorities; or 
·(d) any member of the crew of a ship moored at such wharf 

or pier:, or any person. who enters such wharf or pier for 
the. p1u·pose of embarking; therefrom in any ship or boat ; 
or 

(e) any wharf or pier alongside which no oversea ship is 
moored for the time being . 

. (2) The Lieutenant-Governor may from time to time give 
directions as to any matter relating to the granting of permission 
to enter on any whad or pier, and any person who fails to comply 
with. any such. direction after the same is. published in the Gazette, 
shalt be guilty of an offence agfl,i)Ist the Ordinance, 

(3)· Any person authorised for the purpose by the-competent 
naval or military authority, or any police constable, or officer of 
Customs, or any person employed by the harbour authorities, may 
arrest without warrant any person who commits; or attempts to 
commit, a breach of this Regl]lation."
