"retail" means for the purpose of consumption or use. 

4. MAXIMUM RETAIL PRICE. 

(i) Where aviation gasolene is supplied at a locality specified in Column 1 of Schedule 1, the maximum. 
price at which the aviation gasolene may be supplied is the maximum retail selling price specified in Column 
2 of that Schedule in relation to the locality concerned; and 

(ii) where the maximum price of any quantity of aviation gasolene, supplied at any one time, calculated in 
accordance with Subclause (i) is an amount involving a fraction of a toea, the supplier may charge to the 
next whole toea; and 

(iii) where aviation gasolene is supplied at a locality specified in Column 1 of Schedule 2, the maximum sur­
charge for each aircraft, specified in Column 2 of that Schedule in relation to the locality concerned may be 
charged by the supplier in addition to the maximum retail selling price specified in Subclause ( i) .
