(3) the provincial constituent assembly for the Chimbu, Province on Wednesday, the 20th day of July, 1977 
adopted, in accordance with Part III of the Organic Law, a constitution for the Chimbu Province that is not incon­
sistent with the National Constitution or the Organic Law; and 

( 4) the National Executive Council has advised me to grant provincial government to the Chimbu Province, 
NOW THEREFORE I, Tore Lokoloko, G.C.M.G., Governor-General, by virtue of the powers conferred by Section 

6 of the Organic Law and all other powers me enabling, acting. with, and in accordance with, the advice of the 
National Executive Council, by this Charter grant, in the name and on behalf of the Independent State of Papua 
New Guinea, provincial government to the Chimbu Province.
