DECLARATION OF TOWN OF LORENGAU

I, Rt. Hon. Sir Michael Thomas Somare, GCMG.,, KStJ., CH., Prime Minister and Minister for State Enterprises and
Information, by virtue of the powers conferred by the National Water Supply and Sewerage Act 1986 and all other
powers me enabling, hereby declare the area described in the Schedule hereto and as amended from time to time, to

(¢) thatthe matter referred relates to the leader’s failure to submit his four annual statements as required under
Section 4 of the Organic Law on the Duties and Responsibilities of Leadership.
