Foreign currencies
Foreign currencies have been translated to Tonga currency at rates of exchange ruling at the year end.

Unrealised gains and losses arising from changes in the valuation of foreign currencies are taken to
the revaluation reserve account in accordance with the provisions of Section 33 of the National Reserve
Bank of Tonga Act, 1988 and are not included in the computation of annual profits and losses of the
Bank. Losses arising from such changes are set off against any credit balance in the revaluation reserve
account; if such balance is insufficient to cover such losses, His Majesty in Council shall cause to
be transferred to the ownership of the Bank non - negotiable non -interest bearing securities issued by
the Government to the extent of the deficiency. Any credit balance in the revaluation Teserve account
at the end of each year is applied first, on behalf of the Government, to the redemption of any non
- negotiable non - interest bearing notes previously transfered to the Band by the Government to cover
losses. Thereafter, one fifth of the remaining balance is paid to the Government, except that if the
remaining balance does not exceed $100,000 it shall be paid in full to the Government.

Valuation of Securities
Short term bills are valued at cost.

Long term securities are valued at amortised cost less any provision for permanent diminution in value.
Amortisation is charged on a straight line basis to write off the difference between cost and face value
over the period to maturity. This represents a change in accounting policy in that previously, securities
were valued at the lowest of costs, mid - market value and redemption value. The effect of this change
in accounting policy in the current year has been to increase the operating profit by $4,395,310. The
change in policy is due to a Board decision to hold these securities for the long term. =

Coins sold as numismatic items -

The Bank sells, or receives royalties on, coins which are specially minted or packaged as numismatic
items. These coins have not been accounted for as currency issued for circulation as they are not issued

- for monetary purposes. In terms of Section 53(2) of the National Reserve Bank of Tonga Act, 1988

His Majesty in Council has specified by notice in the Gazette that the Bank shall not be required to
include in its accounts the face value of these coins in circulation.
