(a) for the regulation or prohibition of the importation into
or exportation from the New Hebrides of certain com-
modities; for regulating the keeping, use, distribution,
transport, sale and consumption of commodities of any
description, and in particular of essential commodities;
for controlling and, if necessary, fixing the prices at which
such goods may be sold;

(b) for the purposes of the foregoing provision, for requiring
any person carrying on any business to produce to the
competent authority any books, accounts, invoices or other
documents required for the purpose of checking prices,
and to disclose stocks held by them and pending orders,
and to notify the Resident Commissioners of the arrival
of goods pursuant thereto;

(©) for fixing, if necessary, the maximum quantity of essential
commodities which may be sold to any one person for the
purpose of avoiding hoarding of stocks and, if need be,
for rationing consumers.

2. Orders made by the Resident Commissioners pursuant to
cle 1 hereof may be made so as to have effect either throughout
New Hebrides or in any particular area therein and may be made
to apply to commercial or agricuitural enterprises or persons
