JOINT REGULATION No. 36 of 1974

TO PRQVIDE for the deposit and preservation of copies of books
printed or published in the New Hebrides and for matters incide:.~-
tal thereto.

MADE by the Resident Commissioners under the provisions of
Articles 2:2 and T of the Anglo~French Protocol of 1914,

In this Regulation, unless the context otherwise requires -

"book" includes every part or division of a book, pamphlet,
periodical, newspaper, magazine, review, gazette, sheet of
letterpress, shoet of music, map, plan, plate, chart or
table separately printed, or any dust-jacket, cover or
wrapper pertaining thereto, but does not include any reiss: 2
or new impression or any second or subsequent edition of =
book unless such edition contains any addition or altera-
tions either in the letterpress or in the maps, prints,
plans or other illustrative materials belonging thereto,

or any books which are not intended to be available to or
open to inspection by the public at large;

"printed" as applied to books means produced by printing,
lithography or any other like process, or by stencil dupli-
cation oxr any other like procesg, and printer shall be
construed accordingly.

(1) The printer of every book printed in the New Hebridesx
and the publisher of every book published in the New
Hebrides but printed on behalf of the publisher outside

the New Hebrides shall deliver one copy of the book, free
of charge, to such person and at such place as the Resident
Commissioners may from time to time direct by Jjoint deci-
gion,

(2) In the case of a book printed in the New Hebrides thc
copy to be delivered to the person designated by the Resi-
dent Commissioners shall be delivered not later than 30
days after the day on which the first copy intended for
publication is delivered out of the press, and in the case
of a book printed outside the New Hebrides, the copy shall
be delivered to the person designated by the Resident Com-
misgsioners not later than one month after the day on which
any copies thereof first become available to the public

in the New Hebrides,

(3) The Resident Commissioners may extend the time for
delivery of any book to the person designated by them..

(4) Every book delivered under the provisions of this sec-
tion shall be a complete copy of the book, with all maps,
illustrations and plates belonging thereto finished and
coloured in the same manner as the best copies of the samc
are produced, and shall be bound, sewed or stiched togethcu.

(5) The person designated by the Resident Commissioners to
receive copies of books shall give or cause to be given to
the printer or publisher delivering any copy of a book to Li
a reoeipt in writing for the same,
