An Order to provide for the release of prisoner ANTOINETTE COULON.

IN EXERCISE of the powers conferred by section 30 of the Prisons
(Administration) Act [CAP 20]}, 1, I10LU JOHNSON ABBIL, Minister of Home
Affairs and Minister responsible for Prisoms, HEREBY MAKE the following

Order: -

RELEASE OF PRISORER ON LICENCE

in sections 2 and 3 of this Order.

PROCEBURES RELATIRG TO VﬂﬁLATIONS OF CONDITIONS OR

RELEASE, RECALL TO PRISON, ETC.

Where the Minister is satisfied that ANTOINETTE COULON has
viclated the terms and conditions set ocut in section 2 the
Minister shall issue a Notice in writing directing that
ARTOIRETTE COULON is returned to custody forthwith;

(b) A Notice issued by the .Minister shall - be served on
ANTOINETTE COULON directing her to return to prison at such
time and on such day as specifled in the Notice;

{c) ANTOINETTE COULON when returned to prison in accordance with
this section shall be obliped to serve the unexpired term of
her original sentence which she would have had to serve if
she had not been released in accordance with this Order;

{d)  ANTOINETTE COULON when returned to prison in accordance with
this section is not entitled to have part of her original
unexpired term of sentence remitted.

COMM1SSIONER OF POLICE AND SUPERINTERDENT OF PRISONS TO

ENFORCE DIRECTIONS OF THE MIN1STER

take all lawful measures required or necessary to enforce every
